Land Use Bylaw
A tool to implement policies under MDP and ASP/ARP through regulations,  
such as building height, lot width, ground coverage, parking, landscaping, 
and additional regulation and different types of land use districts with 
various permitted and discretionary uses.

Area Structure Plans | Area Redevelopment Plans
For providing a framework for subsequent subdivision and development of an area
•	 the land uses proposed for the area (residential commercial, industrial, agricultural, etc.)
•	 the sequence of development proposed for the area (phasing)
•	 the density of population proposed for the area
•	 the general location of major transportation routes and public utilities, etc.

Hierarchy of Plans: Description

Planning and Development Hierarchy
The Regional Municipality of Wood Buffalo is responsible for implementing policies and plans for the development 
of the region. Each plan has an individual scope with related themes occurring across multiple plans. 

The diagram below demonstrates the hierarchy of primary planning documents and the scope which they target.
